Depart Adelaide/ Sydney  - Overnight

Welcome to Norfolk Island! Upon arrival collect your checked luggage and clear customs and immigration.  Once 
in the main terminal, you will be met by our local ground operator – Pinetree Tours and transferred to The 
Paradise Hotel, which will be our home for the next 7 nights.  The Paradise Hotel and Resort is nestled in 11 acres 
of beautifully landscaped sub-tropical gardens. The hotel is situated in a prime location on Queen Elizabeth 
Avenue, close to many tourist attractions and museums and the Burnt Pine Shopping Centre is only a 10-minute 
walk away.   
 
5:00pm  Welcome drinks and canapés 
Enjoy a drink or two with nibbles and meet your fellow travellers at this Sing Australia welcome. 
 
6:00pm  Welcome Dinner & Singalong at The Garden Restaurant & Bar 
Tonight, is a 2-course welcome dinner at our hotel.   The Paradise Hotel has a grand piano on the premises which 
will be available this evening for a sing-along.

Day 2 – Monday 21 April 2025                             (B) 
Half Day Orientation Tour / All Saints Church / Progressive Dinner  
 
Cooked breakfast is included today at our hotel.   
 
8:30am  Half Day Orientation Tour 
Pinetree Tours Half Day Orientation Tour is a must for every visitor.   Visit historic Kingston, Cascade, Longridge 
and much more. See and hear about the famous convict buildings, beautiful beaches and golf course, the 
renowned Melanesian Chapel, local Government laws and lifestyle. Enjoy views from scenic spots on this full 
commentary conducted tour. Rest for a delicious morning tea in the garden of a historic island home built by 
Fletcher Quintal – descendant of ‘Bounty’ mutineers Fletcher Christian and Matthew Quintal. 
 
Lunch is at leisure. 
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3:30pm  All Saints Church 
This afternoon we visit All Saints Church at Kingston. The building was originally the Commissariat Store and is 
one of the best examples of Georgian architecture in this area of the world. The complex consists of the main 
building and several outbuildings within a high wall, and was completed in 1835. The main building's ground floor 
contained an office, meals room and store. The first floor housed an engineer's store, and the third floor a grain 
store. The basement contained a liquor store and a general store. In 1874 the building was converted to a church 
by removing the first floor to create a double-storey space and is used as the All Saints Anglican Church today.  
You’ll be able to sing in this historic church this afternoon as your accompanist plays the organ. We will practice 
songs for the Kapyong Service and Anzac Day. 
 
6.00pm  Progressive Dinner  
Enjoy a 3-course meal progressing to different Norfolk Island family homes.  A fun night and a great way to meet 
the local people and sample some of the Island dishes. 
 
Day 3 – Tuesday 22 April 2025       (B, D) 
Convict Settlement Tour / Island Culture Tour / Island Fish Fry 
 
Cooked breakfast is included today at our hotel.   
 
8:30am Convict Settlement Tour   
Join Pinetree Tours on an in-depth tour of the historic Georgian Settlement of Kingston. Walk through the 
cemetery and hear the history of interesting convict and colonial headstones and hear stories of the houses along 
Quality Row.  Walk through the ruins of the new gaol; see the Pier Store, boat shed and the crank mill.  Morning 
tea is included. 
 
1:00pm Island Culture Tour 
Experience the culture and heritage of our forebears! The arts of weaving, cooking, dancing and our Norfolk 
Language were inherited from our mutineer ancestors and their Tahitian wives. Join us for a cooking 
demonstration, a taste of traditional dishes, Tahitian dancing, and learn some of the Norf’k language we are so 
proud of. 
 
4:45pm  Island Fish Fry 
Please be ready in the foyer of the hotel at 4:35PM for your transfer with Pinetree Tours.  Be sure to bring a 
warm jacket.  Experience the ultimate evening of great food, music, and breathtaking views at the famous 
Pinetree Tours Island Fish Fry on Norfolk Island! Indulge in local dishes, salads, and homemade coconut bread, 
paired with mouth-watering fried fish. Sip on your drink of choice and enjoy live music while watching the 
sunset from the new clifftop bar area. The Baunti Byuutis dancing group will then entertain you with captivating 
local performances. You may BYO wine/beer.  
 
Day 4 – Wednesday 23 April 2023               (B, D) 
Breakfast Bushwalk / Indulgence Tour / RSL Welcome Function / Dinner at South Pacific        
 
7:00am  Breakfast Bush Walk 
This tour caters to everyone and gives you the opportunity to enjoy a walk in the great outdoors, with a delicious 
breakfast waiting at the end! Take your choice of a stroll through Palm Glen Reserve or for the more energetic, a 
leisurely 3.5 km walk through scenic Mt. Bates (the highest point on the island!) to Captain Cook Monument. At 
the end of the walks, meet up on the clifftop for a delicious breakfast barbecue. (The 3.5km walk is not 
recommended for anyone with medical conditions).  If you would prefer to sleep in and skip the bush walk, please 
be in the hotel lobby by 8:15AM and Pinetree Tours will transfer you to Captain Cook Monument where you can 
share in the festivities and enjoy the delicious BBQ breakfast. 
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1:00pm  Indulgence Tour 
We start the Indulgence Tour on the south-eastern side of Norfolk Island, at Ball Bay - just another stunning bay 
with magnificent ocean views! Here you will learn all about how we get fuel ashore, as this is where our supply 
is unloaded. We then move on to Steeles Point, to enjoy the sheltered valleys behind the coastal cliffs. From 
here, we head to the Captain Cook Monument, a scenic lookout where you will stand at the spot on the 
northern coast where Captain James Cook and his officers landed in 1774. It has some of the best sea views on 
the Island, with offshore rock formations like Bird Rock and Elephant Rock. We will finish the day the way all 
fantastic days should end - with wine, cheese & crackers on Mount Pitt (weather permitting). The Lookout gives 
a 360° view of the whole island, so it will be a sight to remember! A beautiful spot for us to sing. 
 
4:00pm – 5:30pm Kapyong Day Service & RSL Welcome Function  
Transfer to the RSL where we will be singing a few songs for the Kapyong Service at the RSL followed by 
complimentary welcome drinks (beer and wine) savouries. We will be in our Sing Australia uniform for this. 
 
7:00pm  Dinner at South Pacific Resort 
Tonight, we depart by coach, dinner will be at South Pacific Resort. An opportunity for further practice. 
 
Day 5 – Thursday 24 April 2025 (B, D) 
Green Fingers Tour  /  Dinner at Homestead  
 
Cooked breakfast is included today at our hotel.   
 
8:30am  Green Fingers Tour    
This Pinetree Tour features some of the Islands most lovely gardens. Through the morning we visit a nursery 
owned and operated by a Norfolk Islander, and view the hydroponics. We also visit a gorgeous private garden 
with a spectacular view and Norfolk Islands only maze.  Morning tea is included at a scenic location. 
 
Afternoon at leisure. 
 
6:15pm   Dinner at Homestead  
Depart with Pinetree Tours for Homestead for a delicious dinner. This is one of the island’s best restaurants. 
 Service/Lunch at Norfolk Island L 
Day 6 – Friday 25 April 2025 (B, L, D) 
Anzac Day Services /Lunch at Norfolk Island RSL / Dinner at Paradise 
 
4:30am  Dawn Service 
Today we will be transferred to Kingston this morning for the Dawn Service at the Norfolk Island Cenotaph.  Sing 
Australia will sing at the Dawn Service.  We will be in our Sing Australia uniform for this. Please ensure you have a 
warm black jacket or Sing Australia fleece jacket (this can be purchased from Head Office). 
 
The dawn service will be held at the location of the first service in 1917. The turquoise waters of Emily Bay will 
echo with the mournful sounds of the Last Post as the sun rises.   
 
Norfolk Island’s contribution to both world wars was, per capita, the largest in the Commonwealth, which is 
proudly remembered by all islanders. Despite difficulty with transportation to and from Norfolk Island nine men 
departed for the Boer War, 81 of a possible 160 men joined the Australian and New Zealand military for WWI and 
280 of a possible 365 men plus eight women joined the Australian and New Zealand military for WWII.   
 
Transfer back to the hotel and a full buffet breakfast will be served.    
 
10:00am Mid-morning Anzac Day Service 
A coach will take us to the mid-morning Anzac Day Service at the Cenotaph.  Still in uniform please. 
 
11:45am Anzac Day Lunch 
Our coach will meet us and depart for the Norfolk Island RSL for lunch with some special entertainment. 
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6:00pm  Dinner at Paradise Hotel & Resort 
Tonight will be a leisurely dinner at our hotel. 
 
Day 7  – Saturday 26 April 2025 (B, D) 
Cyclorama /Glass Bottom Boat / St Barnabus Chapel / Barney Duffy BBQ / Wonderland by Night? 
 
Cooked breakfast is included today at our hotel.   
 
10:00am/10:30am          Fletcher’s Mutiny Cyclorama 
Fletcher’s Mutiny Cyclorama is an unforgettable experience.   This is one of only a handful of paintings of this type 
in the world and is based on an art form made popular in the 1800's.   Walk inside the circular painting and be 
surrounded by the immense artwork. A spectacular 3D effect is achieved in this painting with its detailed artwork 
and realistic perspective and the story that traces the history of the Bounty leaving England through Tahiti, 
Pitcairn Island and arrival at Norfolk Island in 1856.  From the tour, transfer to the airport for our flight home. 
 
9:00am  Christian’s Glass Bohtham Boet 
From the comfort of a Glass Bohtham Boet, view beautiful coral gardens and tropical fish inside the calm crystal 
waters of Norfolk’s lagoon.  Donald and Les provide full and interesting commentary on the environment tour.  
Tour time will depend on tides. 
 
4:30pm  St Barnabas Chapel   
Before dinner tonight transfer to St Barnabas Chapel - completed in 1880 this magnificent chapel is considered 
one of the finest historic buildings in the South Pacific. The internal fittings include glorious stained-glass windows 
designed by Sir Edward Burne-Jones, a splendid carved walnut reredos with mosaic inlay, hand carved pearl-shell 
pew decorations and an English black marble floor and font. However, taking pride of place is the 1876 Henry 
(Father) Willis organ located in a spacious chamber to the south-east of the building.   
 
5:45pm Barney Duffy BBQ  
Tonight, transfer with Pinetree Tours to “the Shed” at Wonderland by Night where you will be treated to a 
delicious BBQ dinner with tales of Barney Duffy the escaped convict.   
 
7:15pm Wonderland by Night 
After dinner, where the setting is 10 acres of magical Norfolk pines and bushland lit up like an enchanted forest.  
Meander along (or ride in the 'moon buggy') a gentle winding path whilst a descendant of one of the Bounty 
mutineers recites poetry written by local poet Matt Bigg.  The dioramas are lit up and the setting is magical.    
Afterward, enjoy a light supper before returning to your hotel.  
 
 
Day 8 –  Sunday 27 April 2025             (B)

Cooked breakfast is included today at our hotel.  Check-out is 10:00am. Paradise Resort will mind our luggage.
